area, has taken a step to transform itself into an
even more attractive destination.

MPs of West Coast GRC recently launched its
first phase of an extensive green network in
West Coast. The 450m section stretches from
Pasir Panjang MRT station to the Jalan Pelepah
residential estate. Its opening signalled the start
of a transformation that will feature the area’s
elements of natural and cultural history, said
National Development Minister Desmond Lee.

Its rich heritage will be depicted through a slew of
items including horn ballards and other maritime
artefacts, heritage boards, old photos and a gallery
to showcase the port's heydays.

This is the first park designed and built under the
Friends of the Parks Engagement Programme.
Among the 170 stakeholders involved were
residents from the Telok Blangah Residents’
Committees and the Pasir Panjang East
Association Neighbourhood Committee.

What's more, the rejuvenation will not be limited to
Pasir Panjang Park. There are plans to further green
the West Coast area by 2030, said Mr Lee.

More than 10 “nature ways” will be created with
multi-tiered lush naturalistic plantings, including
routes to attract birds and butterflies.

Minister Desmond Lee said special care had been
taken to reflect the area's former sandy coastline
and restore its coastal vegetation.

When completed by
2026, the park will also
“pay tribute to the
area’s history as home
to one of Singapore’s
major ports, the Pasir
Panjang Container
Terminal,” he added.

The West Coast will also be more connected with the
rest of Singapore with more gardens and gardening
spaces.

With such a blueprint, Pasir Panjang, long a favourite
recreation area, looks set to become an even more
popular fitness and recreation destination for
generations of Singaporeans to come.

West Coast has launched an exciting development
that will transform its landscape with new nature
trails blended with touches of culture and history. It
will also protect and conserve the environment and
the natural biodiversity.

This exciting blueprint, launched on 30 July 2022 by
the National Parks Board and scheduled for com-
pletion over the next couple of years, will be under-
pinned by the Clementi Nature Corridor. NParks has
also formed Friends of Clementi Nature Corridor
with the community.

At the national level, the Corridor will serve as an
ecological connection between Bukit Timah Nature
Reserve and Southern Ridges. It will total 18km of
nature trails with two main “lines ”, the Clementi
Nature Trail and Old Jurong Line Track.

The 2km Clementi trail will link the Rail Corridor
to the forest in Ulu Pandan. It is expected to

be completed by 2023. NParks will partner the
community to form Friends of Ulu Pandan to
safeguard its green spaces.

The 4km Old Jurong trail will run through the
Jurong Town Hall Road connector to reach Jurong
Lake Gardens. It will run along a disused railway
track through Clementi Forest which has rare orchid
species. There are also heritage elements such as
old tunnels, railway track and bridges. This stretch
will be progressively completed from 2024 and be
supplemented by a 3km long Jurong Town Hall Park
Connector to form an entire 7km route connecting
the Rail Corridor to Jurong Lake Gardens.

The two trails, said Minister for National
Development Desmond Lee, will give Singaporeans
more opportunities to experience nature and the
outdoors safely. “The two trails will allow us to
protect our native biodiversity, while conserving an
important part of our heritage,” he said.
